United States, Atlantic City, N. J., by Samuel Untermyer, over National

NEVER before in their peace-time
history have the Jewish War Veter-

ans met to celebrate this glorious, inspir-
ing and usually joyous anniversary under
such heartrending conditions. Never
before have they been forced to sit help-
lessly by as witnesses to the crucifixion
of their unoffending brethren upon an
altar of bigotry and 'hatred that was
supposed to have been driven into obli-
vion and destroyed centuries ago by the
onward march of civilization and the
brotherhood of man.

When we reflect that of these 600,000
German Jews (which includes men, wo-
men and children, old as well as young),
upon whom these diabolical tortures and
persecution are being perpetrated, 96,000
were actually at the front; 2,000 of them
made "the supreme sacrifice," and 35,000
were seriously wounded—many thousands
of them permanently—in the cause of
their ungrateful country, one begins dim-
ly to visualize something of "man's in-
humanity to man," when human beings
are turned into beasts of prey by the
wild fury of brutal fanaticism.

Every page of Germany's history and
of ours, and of that of other countries,
bears eloquent, unimpeachable witness
against the foul libels behind which these
savages seek to hide this crime against
civilization—that the Jew is not the most
loyal, patriotic and self-sacrificing citi-
zen to his own country, wherever he may
be.

As proof of this let us take a brief
glance at the part the Jews have played
in our own history. We may well hold
up our heads, for the record is one of
which we are and should be intensely
proud. It demonstrates that at all times
patriotism has been the guiding star of
the American Jew. In all the wars of

Fredman's Administration

WHEN the history of the Jewish War
Veterans of the United States is

written a generation hence the name of
Past Commander-in-Chief J. George Fred-
man of Jersey City will loom large, for
during his administration from Septem-
ber 1932 to July 1933 the J.W.V. under-
went what was probably the most strik-
ing and wholesome rejuvenation any
organization has ever enjoyed. Seldom
has any organization been so inspired
and revivified by the work of one man as
was the J.W.V. by Commander-in-Chief
Fredmian. Now that he has retired to
the ranks after refusing what practically

amounted to unanimous re-election, it is
pertinent that his achievements in behalf

of J.W.V. be recorded for posterity.

The first thing Commander-in-Chief
Fredman did on assuming office was to
renew publication of the "Jewish Veter-
an" as the official organ of the J.W.V.
For some years the organization limped
along without an editorial spokesman and
the lack of such a vehicle was sadly ob-
vious. Comrade Fredman had recognized
the importance of a magazine issued
