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America Must Counter-Attack
Hitler's Great Lies

the World Council of Churches.

His great
uncle wrote "America" — another
ancestor built the first railroad line
in America. He is a world traveler,
a war relief worker, an educator
and missionary, an editor, author,
and a pastor. Dr. Leiper is re-
nowned for his comprehensive study
and unceasing efforts in the cause
of world peace and better racial and
cultural relations of all peoples.

rrHE New York Times observed editorially the other day that "Hitler hasfought his war on two fronts. One is the front of the battlefields. . . . The
other is the front of the mind and the nerves, where the weapons are words,

ideas, fears, and hopes." The opinion was expressed that Hitler's defeats
on the battlefield were now being supplemented by defeats in that other area
of ideas.

One could wish that this were more obvious when it comes to such matters
as anti-Semitism. When the history of this turbulent period is written with due
perspective, it may be that Hitler's campaign to make the world hate the Jews—
as a means of disrupting social and political life in the democracies—may be put
down as the one in which he had his most diabolical successes.

Certain it is that plenty of supposedly intelligent people in both Britain and
America are still busily grabbing the poison bait and passing on the infection thus
contracted.

Yet heartening evidences multiply that certain groups of influential people
have been more and more roused to fight this foul epidemic which can do more
damage than the plague. They know it is not enough to keep aloof from the
infection themselves—and that active means of defense and of counterattack must
be devised.

One such group is the Christian Church which has come more rapidly than
many oared to hope to the view that its own fate is in no small measure bound
up with that of Israel. Gradually it has dawned on Christian people in wider
