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A Report On

MAXWELL COHEN: NEW COMMANDER
THE Jewish War Veterans of the

United States, which today, ex-
cept for the G.A.R., is the old-

est organization of its kind in the
country, has the distinction of being
the first old line veterans group to
elect a veteran of World War II as
its national commander. That honor
went to Major Maxwell Cohen of
Boston who was elected on the first
ballot at the 5oth annual encampment
in Atlantic City.
Major Cohen brings to his new task

vast experience in veterans problems
and a service record in two wars. He
is representative not only of the new
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membership in J.W.V., but of the old
because he also saw service in World
War I, and has been a member of
J.W.V. for eighteen years.
Maxwell Cohen served during

World War I as a sergeant in the
301st Infantry and the Quartermaster
Corps. in 1922, several years after be-

ing mustered out of the service, he was
commissioned in the United States

Army Reserve and received promotion

through grades until he reached the
rank of Major in 1935. He was called
to active duty in 1941 and served as
commander of a Negro battalion un-

til retired because of a disability

which he incurred during service. 41
Major Cohen's experience in veter-

ans' affairs include years of service as
a member of the staff of the U. S.
Veterans Administration in the Bos-
ton area. He is an expert on vet-
erans' legal matters and a writer and
speaker on veterans' problems. He is
a former post commander and county
vice commander of the American Le-
gion.
The new national commander join-

ed J.W.V. in 1927 when he became a
charter member of Boston Post 22.
Since then he has been commander of
the post, twice commander of the
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
