EDITORIAL

AS THE PILGRIMS SAW IT
Thanksgiving for Americans this

year is still a feast day. Despite the
strains of postwar adjustment, the
rising cost of living and the occasion-
al shortages on our shelves, most of
us will sit down to tables laden with
turkey and all the traditional trim-
mings. Ours is a land of plenty and
we have reason to give thanks.
But in the midst of our bounty,

we cannot forget the eight hundred
million men, women and children
who are starving in other countries.
Planned hunger for whole nations
was a major weapon in the Axis ar-
senal; eighteen months after V-E Day,
this weapon still kills a hundred thou-
sand human beings a day in Europe.
Our difficulties in the aftermath

of war are trivial compared with the
ordeal of those who first felt the
brutality of the enemy, and are still
feeling it. Their resistance helped
protect us from invasion; we should
feel a kinship with them, as our Pil-
grim Fathers so many years ago felt
a kinship with the oppressed and
suffering of all lands and all times.
The Pilgrims fled from religious

persecution in England and Holland.
For thirteen years they wandered,
plagued by disease and starvation,
until they reached Plymouth Rock.
Like the ancient Jews, who fled from
tyranny in Egypt, the Pilgrims be-
lieved that Providence had tested
them and found them worthy to sow
their seeds and reap the harvest of
the Promised Land. In declaring the
first Thanksgiving, William Bradford,
the Pilgrim Elder, took inspiration
from the Old Testament description
of the Hebrew Succoth, the harvest
festival that celebrates the liberation
of the Jews.

The Pilgrim Fathers declared a
feast and we, therefore, have been
eating overly well for the past three
hundred and twenty-five years. All
too often we remember the feast and
forget the spirit that prompted it.
Were the Pilgrims alive today, they

would feel as close a bond with the
modern survivors of oppression as
they felt with Moses and his desert
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
