EDITORIAL

Parlor, Bedroom and Bath

"Housing shortage!" Only those
caught in the squeeze know what misery
these two words cover. Veterans are
particularly "hep"; four million of us
are doubled and tripled up—sharing the
parlor, bedroom and bath of relatives or
friends. No wonder moralists are crying
the blues over the breakdown of Ameri-
can family life. ,

What else can anyone expect, when
living-rooms look like army barracks;
when getting into the bathroom means
queuing up on schedule; when privacy
and quiet are lost luxuries? The in-laws
nag; the little woman weeps; the kids
scream—the guy of the house tears his
hair.

But there's more to this problem than
creature comfort. Home and love, say
the psychiatrists, are man's basic needs—
in that order. Home comes first. The
kind of place a man lives in sets the
whole pattern of his personality and
his outlook on the world. If he hates the
way he's forced to live, you can't blame
him if he walks around with a chip on
his shoulder and tries to find a target for
his anger. He may even fall for the
hooey dished out by political racketeers
who try to blame everybody's troubles
on some innocent group. That's just the
way Hitler got started in Germany after
World War I. Remember who Hitler
made the scapegoat?

When a fellow gets to this stage, there's
no use talking "democracy" to him. How
can he worry about unity at home and
peace abroad; how can he focus on the
United Nations, or the control of atomic
energy, when he's driven frantic by the
elementary need of shelter for himself
and family?

Frank Sinatra sings a song, The Ho-use
I Live in: "The grocer and the butcher
. . . the faces that I see, all races, all re-
ligions, that's America to me."

Those words have the ring of Ameri-
canism. But they fall on deaf ears if
a guy has no home. The house comes
first! That's what makes adequate hous-
ing the veterans' No. 1 program for 1947.
There's been too much talk, too much
greed, too much politics. Let's cut them
all out and get low-rent housing built
for a change!
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A SURVEY

OF THE

ANTI-SEMITIC

PRESS
By GEORGE KELLMAN

IN PRESENTING this roundup of thecurrent bigot press, I have refrained
from extensively quoting from these

publications. Although accurate figures
are not obtainable, investigations and re-
ports confirm the fact that the circula-
tion of the hate-press has sharply de-
clined over the past two years. Much
duplication of subscribers is noted, since
the average member of the lunatic fringe
indulges his phobia by supporting every
publication he can.

Several factors have contributed to the
decline in circulation and effectiveness of
the hate-press. In order to obtain any
substantial support, anti-Semitic publi-
cations must "angle" their propaganda
by exploiting public discontents and in-
security. The termination of the war
and the lifting of restrictions, the un-
expected post-war condition of full-em-
ployment, the passing of President Roose-
velt and the defeat of the New Deal in
the recent elections—all of these factors
have left these publications bereft of live
issues with which to attract reactionary
5 upport.. Hate publicists are, therefore,
groping about at the present time in
search of an effective "line."

The major mainstays of the anti-
Semitic line are, at present, the follow-
ing: (1) The smearing of Jews and Jew-
ish movements and organizations as
"Communist," hand-in-hand with in-
tensified attacks on Russia and Com-
munism. (2) A new "atomic" line—
that the Jews possess the secret of the
atomic bomb and are plotting to control
it in order to turn it over to Russia.
(3) A wave of pro-German propaganda,
detailing, on the one hand, the "brutali-
ties" of the United States and Allied
armies; on the other, the plight of the
Germans, the extent of the destruction
of their cities, the "horror" of their evic-
tion from their homes to make way for
displaced Jews and for occupation troops.
In this connection, General Eisenhower
is attacked, and, to a lesser extent, Gen-
eral Marshall. The "Morgenthau Plan"
is still being distorated and attacked in
furtherance of this line. (4) Continued
attacks upon the New Deal and Roose-
velt liberally interspersed with Jewish
names and charges of Jewish "control."
(5) An attack upon the immigration
of Jewish DPs into this country, coupled
with highly vitriolic references to "mon-

grelization." (6) A general exploita-
tion of the present Palestine incidents,
with depictions of Zionism as a "world-
government," and stress upon the activ-
ist element in Palestine as terrorists.
(7) Anti-Semitic attacks on "Holly-
wood." (8) More frequent resort to the
spurious Protocols, Talmud "exposes,"
"ritual murder" and other standard
forms of anti-Semitic propaganda.

Gerald L. K. Smith's "Nationalist
News Service," a monthly mimeographed
"newsletter" containing short "items."
sets the line of the hate-press more than
any other one publication. It is reprint-
ed in full in a substantial number of
publications and partially quoted, at one
time or another, in all. His Cross and The
Flag, an almost skilfully written, well-
printed monthly magazine, angles all of
its anti-Semitism to current events. It re-
lies heavily upon innuendoes, rhetorical ,
questions, grave doubts and dark suspi-
cions in making its anti-Semitic charges.

Representative of the category of "all-
out" publications are The X-Ray (Court
Asher, Muncie, Indiana), The Broom
(Leon De Aryan, San Diego, Calif.) and
Elizabeth Dilling's Patriotic. Research
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
