A preliminary meeting of lead-

ing New York businessmen heard

will be observed throughout the
Nation on a community level, on
May 20, it was announced by the
Department of Defense.
The third Saturday in May was

selected by Secretary of Defense
Louis Johnson, and approved by
President Truman, as Armed For-
ces Day to replace Army Day,
Navy Day and Air Force Day,
formerly observed by the indivi-
dual services.

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Lengthy Agenda
Waded Through
At NEC Session
DETROIT, Mich.—A two-

day quarterly meeting of the
NEC here completed its busi-
ness on schedule despite
agenda items that provoked
lengthy debate and a brand of
hospitality by Detroit's JWV that
led some NEC men to comment:
"Too bad the days here don't have
sixty hours each."
JWV, the NEC decided by unan-

imous vote, will continue its par-
ticipation in the All-American
Conference. Questions as to
whether the Conference could be
counted on to develop a positive
program were raised by Nelson
Leavitt, Bronx County Comman-
der, and Irving James, Comman-
der of the Thrshon Post (N. Y.).
James was given sponsorship for
a statement before the Policy
Committee, and Leavitt was spon-
sored on the floor of the NEC
meeting.

After Bernard Weitzer, JWV
legislative representative, had
given the NEC an analysis of the
Mundt-Ferguson Bill, recently re-
ported out by the Senate Judiciary
Committee, the NEC moved enact-
ment of this measure into law. The
NEC found that the bill differed
in only minor respects from the
previously proposed Mundt-Nixon
Bill, which had drawn opposition
from such authorities as J. Edgar
Hoover on the ground that sub-
versive activity would be more
difficult to control than under
existing laws

Duplication of fund-raising ef-
forts by various JWV echelons
came under discussion by the NEC
and a policy providing for specific
controls to avoid simultaneous
drives resulted. The new policy
on fund raising is now in the mails
to all JWV units.
The NEC also moved to clarify

the existing policy on picketing

German Problem
Acted Upon By
Dept. of New York

Giving effect to the organiza-
tion national policy on the ques-
tion of Germany, the Department
of New York has completed and
scheduled many diverse activities
to the end of halting the further
rise of Nazism in Germany and
seeking a re-examination of occu-
pation policy in Germany.

Hungary, where Commun-
ists and Nazis are wed in a
marriage of convenience these
days, is no place for Janos
Kemeny, a young Jewish
doctor with an exceptional record
of combat against poliomyelitis
and Hitlerism
To keep Dr. Kemeny in the fight

against p3lio, JWV has under-
taken a special legislative effort
to obtain a Senate bill that would
parallel HR 6425, a measure in-
troduced. last October by Repre-
sentative Franklin D. Roosevelt,
Jr., to give the doctor permanent
status as a U. S. citizen.
Born and educated in Hungary,

Dr. Kemeny turned to medicine,
and specialization in infantile
paralysis, because a boyhood
friend of his had been stricken by
this dread disease. He served for
a number of years in a hospital
for crippled children in Budapest
and later worked with the Hun-
garian Public Health Service. At
the outbreak of World War II, he
entered the fight against Hitler as
a member of an underground med-
ical unit.
Post-war Hungary impressed

him as a country where free ex-
pression, whether in politics or
medicine, was impossible. He took
an appointment with the Allied
Military Government Mission to
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
