Judah Touro
The following article on Judah

Touro appeared in the August 8th

Congressional Record, inserted at

the request of Joseph F. Barr, Na-

tional Executive Director, by Con-
gressman Seymour Halpern of New
York. The article was first brought
to JWV's attention by Jerome Su-
valle, Boston Post 22.

Judah Touro was born of Orthodox

Jewish parents, on or about June 17,

1775, the day of the Battle of Bunker

Hill, at Newport, Rhode Island. His par-

ents and forefathers originally came

from Spain, from which they emigrated

to the West Indies, and thence to New-
port. For his 50th birthday, June 17,
1825, Judah Touro gave to the United
States "Bunker Hill Monument" for
which he paid more than half, the bal-
ance being subscribed for and paid for
by the school-children of the United
States.

Judah Touro was brought up in the
banking business, at Newport, and was

associated with an uncle, Moses Michael

Hays. Mr. Hays had an excellent repu-

tation as an international banker, both

in the United States and several coun-
tries of Europe, and he was the founder
of the Massachusetts Bank, probably the
first bank in Massachusetts and the
forerunner of the First National Bank
of Boston, the present largest bank in
New England. Moses Michael Hays was
very active in Freemasonry, and at one
time was the Grand Master of Masons
in Massachusetts, probably the only Jew
to hold that office. There is, today, a

Masonic Lodge in Boston, with the iden-
tical name. Mr. Hays had a daughter,
of whom Judah Touro was very fond
and wished to marry. The uncle, Mr.
Hays, objected to this, and as a result,
Judah Touro went to New Orleans,
Louisiana.

At both Newport, R. I. and New Or-
leans, La., there are streets named
"TOURO" Street. Further, at Newport,
there is also a "TOURO" Park. These
named places did not happen as acci-
dents, but were due to the Philanthrop-
ical and Charitable actions of Judah
Touro.

At New Orleans, Judah Touro fre-
quently responded to public auctions.
One day a client of his called at his
office to see Mr. Touro, and the clerk
said that Mr. Touro was out. As the
client stated that it was very impor-
tant that he see him, the clerk then
went into Mr. Touro's private office,
where he found an advertisement of a
Church to be sold at auction. Where-
upon, the clerk then advised the client
to go to the scene of the auction, where
he would probably find Mr. Touro. Just
as the client arrived at the auction, he
overheard the Minister say to Judah
Touro, "I'm glad you bought it Judah,
it will be in good hands." After which
he heard Mr. Touro say, "Come to my
office later, and I shall give you a deed
to the church, which was done within
a few days.

There are a number of other details,
which I do not remember about Judah
Touro, but more information can be ob-

Urges Forceful Government
Action Against Extremists
The Jewish War Veterans this month

urged President Kennedy "to take force-
ful Federal action" against "right-wing
extremists and their active allies," and
pointed to the Mississippi outrage as
evidence of the danger of right ex-
tremists.

The telegram signed by Morton L.
London, of Teaneck, New Jersey, Na-
tional Commander of the Jewish War
Veterans, reads as follows:

"The seditious activities of Edwin A.
Walker, formerly a Major General in
the United States Army, the insurrec-
tionist attitude and conduct of some ex-
tremists right-wing factions, and the
actual rebellious conduct of an alleged
member of the American Nazi Party,
the tragic events in Mississippi should

be dealt with as rigorously as possible.

Federal indictment and prosecution for

this violence and insurrection, should

be followed by forceful Federal action

against these right-wing extremists and
their active allies.

"The calamity in Mississippi under-

scores the need for more vigorous Fed-

eral action against subversives of both
the ultra right and left, who under-
mine the fabric of our unity and de-
mocracy, thereby making our nation
more vulnerable than it should be in
this time of crisis.

"The Jewish War Veterans of the
U.S.A., the nation's oldest active war
veterans organization, commends and
supports your statement, action, and
leadership in the trying hours of this
crisis."

Attorney General Explores Possibility
Of Bigot Registering As Foreign Agent
The Office of the Attorney General

has notified JWV that "proper investi-

gative agencies of this Department "are

inquiring into the possibility of requir-

ing George Lincoln Rockwell's registra-

tion as a foreign agent. The reply was
in answer to a telegram which was sent
to the Attorney General asking for steps

to assure registration of Rockwell as a

foreign agent.

The reply read:

"This is in reply to the telegram dated

August 29th, 1962, addressed to the At-
torney General from Harry T. Madison,

Chairman, National Executive Commit-

tee, Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A.,

Sheraton Cadillac Hotel, Detroit, Michi-

gan. I regret that a reply to this tele-
gram was delayed due to an erorr in
routing.

"As indicated to you during our re-

cent telephone conversation, this De-

partment has been aware of the state-
ments made by George Lincoln Rock-
well upon his return to this country
from attending meetings of what ap-
pears to be an international fascist
movement abroad. You may rest assured
the proper investigative agencies of this
Department have this matter under
suitable inquiry."

The telephone conversation referred
to with Nathan B. Lenvin, who is in
charge of the Registration Section and
who signed the letter, contained further
assurance that the Department of Jus-
tice was keeping in close touch with the
situation. It was indicated that action
is contingent on establishing, as a fact,
either that Rockwell stated on his re-
turn that he would represent an inter-
national association of Nazis or that he
is, in fact, doing so.

Cold War Veterans Now Eligible
For Membership In J.W.V.

Cold War veterans of the Jewish

faith qualifying for the new Armed

Forces Expeditionary Medal are now el-

igible for membership in the Jewish

War Veterans.

The Constitution and By-Laws, as
amended at the National Convention in
Detroit, Mich., has broadened the basis
for membership to include "personnel
of the armed forces of the United States
who: (1) served in Berlin after August
14, 1961, to a date yet to be announced;
(2) served in Lebanon from July 1, 1958
to November 1, 1958; (3) served in the
Islands of Quemoy and Matsu from

August 23, 1958 to a date yet to be
announced; (4) served in the Taiwan
Straits between August 23, 1958 and
January 1, 1959; (5) participated in the

United States operation in direct sup-

port of the UN in the Congo between
July 14, 1960 and a date yet to be an-
nounced; (6) participated in United
States operations of assistance f o r
friendly foreign nations, such as Laos
and Vietnam, service in Laos from April
19, 1961, and service in Vietnam from
July 1, 1958 to a date yet to be an-
nounced."

Area of operations is defined as the
foreign territory upon which troops have
actually landed, or are present and sep-
cifically deployed for the direct support
of the designated military operation;
adjacent water areas in which ships are

operating, patrolling, or providing direct

support of operations and the air space
above and adjacent to the area in which
operations are being conducted.

Israel, the hope of the Diaspora, the dream of those who have been
wandering throughout the world for almost 2,000 years, the accomplished
realization of the dream of Herzl and Weitzman, as well as of these two
modern-day leaders, the accomplishment of the resolute pioneers typi-
fied by Ben Gurion—this was the destination of the pilgrimage of the
Jewish War Veterans in 1962. I had the pleasure of accompanying the
two men who acted as leaders, Dr. Seymour S. Weisman and Rabbi
Joshua L. Goldberg, and it was my pleasure to be associated with them
and with the other members of the pilgrimage in London with the AJEX
group, in France with Shape, in Rome, and then to Tel-Aviv and to
Jerusalem. The antiquities of Europe, even in Rome, fade quickly from
the mind as the vista of Israel come into being. The new buildings, the
new crops, the trees, the people themselves with their enthusiasm and
their zeal in the building of the new nation.

I was both surprised and delighted that the contributions of J.W.V.
to Israel's rebirth, to its development, its growth, even its security, was
as well known as it is by both those who hold office and those in private
life, in Israel. They were, as well, proud of the fact that Jews not only
in Israel but in the United States, now talk straight, willing to face their
adversaries, the hate mongers and the racists. J.W.V.'s reputation as
a militant aggressive organization was on the scene and had been on the
scene for a long time.

It is my pleasure to report that the "red carpet" treatment we re-
ceived made all of us feel as VIPs. Our group was royally entertained
by the Jerusalem defense command, by the Negev defense command,
and by the commanding officer in the Beersheba area; we attended par-
ties which were held for us by the Mayors of Jerusalem, of Haifa, and
by the Deputy Minister of Defense, Shimon Peres. Of course, the recep-
tion given to us by President Itzchak Ben Zvi was one of the high-
lights. Equally interesting and entertaining were those given to us by
Moshe Sharett, the former Premier, and others. The concerts which
we were asked to attend, and which we did attend, all of these will re-
main in our memories as a living reminder of what can never be for-
gotten.

I can't go into words which can spell out the symbolism and mean-
ing of the public presentation of the beautifully illuminated scroll which
we presented to Prime Minister Ben Gurion nor the ceremonies incident
to the presentation of J.W.V.'s Gold Medal of Merit awarded posthu-
mously to Colonel David Mickey Marcus, the American military career-
ist who came to such a tragic death during the war of Israel's liberation.
This medal was accepted by Asher Ben Naton, Director General, Min-
istry of Defense.

How can I speak as I want to and yet avoid having my thoughts
misconstrued for I am one of those who was raised with the precept of
the singer by the waters of the rivers of Babylon, "If I forget the old
Jerusalem, may my right arm wither . . .," and yet to say this and to
be a part of all of this and to be able to come back as others have and
report to you on a feeling that the words of the prophets are being ful-
filled.

We had a mission and we accomplished it, both in Israel and going
to Israel. We met with veteran leaders from Australia, France, Belgium,
South Africa, and, of course, in Israel with the various groups represent-
ing not only Israel but those who had fought in other armies during
World War II. Our trip was intended and did function as the beginning
of what we hope will represent an international get-together of Jewish
veterans from all over the globe to discuss the problems common to all
of us. It is our hope that our conference, the meetings we held shall
not have been in vain. I intend at the forthcoming meetings of the Policy
Committee and the National Executive Committee during the weekend
of November 16th to make definitive recommendations.

Capitol Corridors

About the time Congress should have

folded its tents and silently stolen away

to home and the elections, the Supreme

Court moved in across the street, open

for business for the Fall term. For

many the Congress couldn't get out of

town soon enough, while for others the

Court's summer recess was much too

long. Depending upon where you sit, it

could be said that the legislative branch

ceased to function effectively on new

ideas about the Fourth of July while

the highest court of the land left un-

answered many new complex and trou-

blesome problems when it finished up
last June.

Lawyers, like the rest of us, suffer
from the fatal attraction of personalities
as compared to issues. So while some
look forward with mixed feelings in an-
ticipation of Court decisions in at least
three major areas of controversy, many
Americans are engaged in guessing the
judicial stance of the two newest ap-
pointees to the Supreme Court Mr.
Justice Goldberg and Mr. Justice White.
Another diversion in Washington is the
prevailing notion that with Justice
Frankfurter gone, Justice Black's re-
tirement is not too far behind. If so,
Black may have a last chance to make
a lasting impact on decisions relating
to church-state relations, reapportion-
ment and racial discrimination, perhaps
the most important carryover business
of the Supreme Court.

During its last Spring term the Su-
preme Court by its forthright decision
in Engle v. Vitale shook the rafters of
a huge establishment tottering on the
weak support derived from a miscon-
ceived notion of the nature of church-
state relations in American history. Un-
fortunately, among those who reacted
strongly against the language of the
Court, it was extremely difficult to sep-
arate demagogue from innocent, those
with genuine concern for our spiritual
life from those with an overriding vest-
ed interest in possible government hand-
outs to private religious institutions.
While the issue is still simmering, this
Fall term will decide two other cases
delving more deeply into the same trou-
blesome area. Where the earlier case
concerned a non-sectarian prayer writ-
ten by the New York State Board of
Regents, the two upcoming cases, one
from Maryland the other from Penn-
sylvania, are concerned with the man-
datory recital of the Lord's Prayer and
readings from the Bible in public
schools. It goes without saying that the
Supreme Court has not and will not
duck the issue, and that no matter how

it rules its decision will be a matter of

great controversy.
If the Regents Prayer Case was the

most controversial, then surely the most

important case of the last term was

Baker v. Carr in which the Supreme

Court held that no state has the right

to deny its citizens the equal protection

of the laws guaranteed by the Four-

teenth Amendment and that the appor-

tionment of legislative districts falls

squarely within this equal protection

clause. The decision opened the flood-

gates of demand for changes in district-

ing. Law suits have acutally been filed

in more than twenty-five states to pro-

vide equal representation in state legis-

latures for under-represented city and

suburban citizens. In the long run it

will result in more equitable representa-

tion in the House of Representatives and

will have a substantial effect on the
various committees controlled by senior
Members who, election after election,
have been returned by rural unrepre-
sentative Congressional districts. Ulti-
mately, Baker v. Carr will make its im-

pace felt on every piece of legislation
enacted by the Congress.

Finally the Fall term of the Court
will result in the determination of the
historic "sit-ins" cases after their tortu-

ous journey through the lower courts.
Hundreds of students, passive resisters,

who have been trying to open restau-
rants and other places of public accom-
modation to Negroes have been con-
victed on charges of trespassing on the
private property of businessmen refus-
ing to serve them. Now the Supreme
Court must decide whether criminal con-
victions in these cases square with the
Constitution. In the past the rule has
been that prohibition against racial dis-
crimination applied only to governmen-
tal bodies and not to private persons or
institutions. Are the convictions of the
"sit-ins" students beyond the reach of
the Constitution? There is sufficient
precedent for the Court to answer in
the negative since the businesses in-
volved in the "sit-ins" are subject to
the police powers of the state. On the
other hand, the government has granted
power in many areas to private organi-
zations such as labor unions and cor-
porations and helps to enforce their de-
cisions. Should their actions be subject
to the limitations of the Constitution?
Supreme Court decisions reached in

this Fall term will go much beyond the
narrow duty of judging. They will make
law and history, and in so doing, will,
to some extent, involve the Court in the
business of governing—the private
poaching preserve of politicians where
judges normally fear to tread.

tamed at the Newport Historical Soci-
ety, Newport, R. I., and probably from
the New Orleans Historical Society.
The Synagogue at Newport, which had

been attended by several generations of
the Touro families as well as others, is
one of the oldest Synagogues in the
United States, and has been used daily,
until about 12-15 years ago, at which
time it became a National Shrine, open
several days each week. This building

was originally built, not parallel with

the street or sidewalks, but is located

on an angle, facing exactly East to

West, and contains a secret exit. under-
neath the "Bimah" as a reminder of
the escape hatches in Synagogues in
Spain, during the bad times there. This
"Touro" Synagogue was visited by George
Washington and other Officers during
the Revolutionary War. I understand
that the building is still used for reli-
gious services, at certain times, and
there still is a Rabbi associated with it.

One problem I want to call attention to—periodically National Head-
quarters issues releases, asking, for example, the recent one of the
Mosley Case, for action by posts and by members. Let it be remembered
that no matter how intelligently our National Headquarters may write
on a particular issue, it will all be in vain if it does not result in action.
Our organization is a militant, direct-action group, and we can do the
things we want, leading to a better America for all of us, if members
and post leaders follow the instructions of the National Headquarters.
The report from the State Department that only three protests were
received on the Mosley case can best illustrate what I have in mind. This
is tragic, to say the least.
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
