Stymie Rockwell

At NY College
Vigorous action by JWV un-

dermined a recent attempt by
George Lincoln Rockwell, fuehrer
of the American Nazi Party, to
espouse Nazism before the stu-
dent body of Hamilton College,
Clinton, N. Y.

Acting as troubleshooter for
JWV was Jerome Cohen, aided
by post and local JWV leaders

of the Utica area of New York.
Cohen flew to Utica to deal with
the crisis created when the public

affairs council of Hamilton Col-
lege prepared to accord Rock-
well a well-publicized opportunity
to spread his propaganda.

As a result of discussions with
the Jewish Community Council
of Utica, the JWV policy of di-

rect action rather than the "os-

trich silence" line was adopted.

Cohen was asked by the Utica

JCC to represent it as well as the
JWV in negotiations with the
Hamilton College President.

Cohen, who is chairman of
JWV's Tri-State Action Com-
mittee, in the meeting with the
president and student leaders,
asked what educational interests
would be served by giving a for-
um to a "way-out kook". The

State Dept. Responds To JWV

Outlines U. S. Course Of Action

Secretary of State Dean Rusk will consider a suggestion

by the Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. that the United

States issue a policy statement to clarify the American posi-

tion on the threatened Arab "liberation war" against Israel,

according to a State Department
Commander Malcolm A. Tarlov.
Rodger P. Davies, Deputy As-

sistant Secretary of State for
Near Eastern and South Asian
Affairs, wrote to Mr. Tarlov at
the personal request of Secretary
Rusk. The JWV leader had pre-
viously informed Secretary Rusk
of his organization's commitment

to the containment of aggression

and terrorism in Vietnam and
raised a question of whether the
United States has enunciated a
clearly-defined policy toward
similar dangers in the Near East.

Speaking for Secretary Rusk,

Security Of American Forces In Vietnam Demands
Continued Air Support, JWV Tells Johnson
"American military and secu-

rity considerations, and not the
well-intentioned, but unrealistic
yearnings of some organizational
leaders, should determine Amer-
ican conduct of the war in Viet-
nam", the National Commander
of the Jewish War Veterans
stated.

Wiring President Johnson a
message of continued full JWV
support for American policy in
Vietnam, National Commander
Malcolm A. Tarlov expressed
sharp disagreement with the
"onesidednes" of the critics of
American policy in Vietnam, who
urge cessation of air attacks on
military targets in North Viet-
nam, regardless of the effect of

such action on the security of

American forces there and re-

gardless of the absence of any

willingness on the part of Hanoi
to begin to talk about negotiating
peace.

"Air attacks on military tar-
gets are not only a proper, but
a necessary weapon in the war
against Communist aggression",
said Commander Tarlov, "just as
it was in the war against Nazi
aggression.
"Our soldiers in South Viet-

nam should not be exposed to
unnecessary military dangers and
casualties by denying them the
right to interdict and deter
the infiltration of enemy troops
and supplies from North Viet-
nam to South Vietnam", the
JWV National Commander
stated. "We strongly regret the
unwillingness of many Amer-
icans to believe their own
government on American efforts
to achieve a negotiated peace and
on the President's orders to re-
strict our air attacks to military
targets only. Objective and open-
minded men agree that the Pres-
ident's restrictive orders on air

attacks are being carried out by
meticulous briefings and the use

of the most modern methods and
instruments
ing.

"It is impossible completely to
avoid civilian casualties in an

air attack to military targets, es-
pecially where military targets
are located in or near large cen-
ters of civilian population. Fur-
thermore, the existence of such
military targets in and

of precision bomb-

near
North Vietnamese cities is estab-
lished by the presence there of
intensely heavy concentrations of
anti-aircraft missiles and weap-
ons, which are not wasted in
defense of non-military locations.

"Such a word as 'slaughter',
when applied by an American
leader to civilian casualties in
Hanoi, in the light of the actual
damage done and the restrictive

Mr. Davies said "we have, of
course, been greatly concerned by
the terrorist attacks on Israel
over the course of the past two
years." He noted that "Of all the
Arab states bordering Israel only
Syria . . . appears to have en-
couraged the terrorist organiza-
tions."
Mr. Davies said that one or-

ganization "which may be en-
gaged in such terrorism is Ahmed
Shukeiry's Palestine Liberation
Army. However, reports of the
exact relationships that Shukeiry
and his followers within the
P.L.O. may have or wish to have,
with nations such as Communist
China are still murky and vague.
. . . Although a few Shukeiry
supporters may have gone to
Communist China and possibly
North Vietnam for military train-
ing, and the P.L.O. appears to
have come into possession of
some Chinese Communist arms
by one means or another, we
would not wish to inflate the im-
portance of this group which, de-
spite it leader's boasts, appears
not to enjoy very far-reaching
support in any of its undercover
