The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. 
(JWV) insists that all servicepersons who 

receive an honorable discharge from our Armed Forces be classified as 
a veteran under IRS Codes. 

SECTION II - FOREIGN AFFAIRS 

OPPOSITION TO RECOGNITION OF VIETNAM 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) opposes President 
Clinton's decision to formally recognize the Republic of Vietnam until 
such time that a legitimate and full accounting of those men still missing 
in Southeast Asia are accounted for, and that clear progress from 
Vietnam can be seen in many unresolved areas. 

Only minimal progress has been made in most areas since the 
premature lifting of the economic embargo on Vietnam in 1994. 
Progress on remains repatriation, investigations of live-sighting cases, 
trilateral investigations and release of relevant documentation remain 
inadequate and questions regarding those still unaccounted for in Laos 
and Cambodia remain unanswered. 

JWV finds that Hanoi cooperates in the investigations of POW/MIA's 
when it suits its economic purposes. Since the demise of the Soviet 
Union as Vietnam's main sponsor, Vietnam has found that the United 
States is a healthy source of capital and investment. Unfortunately, 
Hanoi only cooperates with official American delegations investigating 
POW/MIA's when it suits its own purposes, namely the need for 
economic assistance. The lives of those still unaccounted for in 
Southeast Asia must not be minimized by economic greed or the need 
for this country to open new markets in the Pacific Rim. 

We would have liked to see the POW/MIA issue fully resolved before 
recognition was undertaken. Vietnam's poor human rights record and 
its dictatorial regime should also be taken into consideration before the 
extension of formal diplomatic recognition. 

CONTINUED SANCTIONS AGAINST IRAQ 

The United Nations Special Commission on Iraq (UNSCOM) reports 
state that Iraq has a stockpile of as much as 300 tons of VX and 2,000 
tons of Anthrax. Although the impression is that Iraq lost almost all of 
its missiles following the war, it still could use terrorist means to 
disseminate both VX and Anthrax. The Jewish War Veterans of the 
U.S.A. (JWV) believes that preemptive strikes against chemical, 
biological and nuclear weaponry research, development and storage 
facilities in Iraq and stronger sanctions by the international community 
is the only deterrent to the terrorist regime. JWV is also concerned by 
the sale of offensive nuclear and biological weaponry by Syria to Iraq. 
These weapons can be used against personnel in the Persian Gulf, 
thereby further endangering American interests in the area. 

JWV does not oppose the importation of medicines and other truly 
humanitarian supplies to Iraq. The effect of the sanctions on the people 
of Iraq is the direct result of Iraqi-government imposed conditions meant 
to make the sanctions appear as though they were imposed upon the 
people of Iraq rather than the war machine of Hussein. 

CONDEMNATION OF HAMAS BOMBINGS 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) condemns the Hamas 
bombings in Israel earlier this year. The targets of the terrorist 
organization Hamas were clearly civilians. The bomb detonated on a 
bus in Jerusalem, killing 27 people, was purposely designed to cause 

massive injury to the widest possible area. The fact that the bomb was 
intended to project nails and ball bearings at high speeds reinforces 
Hamas' total disregard for life. Additional bombings of soldiers and 
civilians were just as horrendous. 

The United States and all the civilized world must condemn terrorism in 
all its forms. To detonate a bomb, such as the one which exploded on 
the main thoroughfare in Jerusalem, is absolutely appalling. It is 
regrettable that one group of terrorists can have such a detrimental 
impact on the peace process. PLO leader Yassir Arafat must now prove 
the Palestinian objective of peace is not merely one of rhetoric, but of a 
very defined action. Empty promises are no longer an acceptable 
means to peace. 

EXTRADITION OF ACHILLE LAURO TERRORIST 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) demands the extradition 
of Abu Abbas, the mastermind of the S.S. Achille Lauro hijacking, to the 

United States. 
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Abbas must be brought to the United States to be tried for his acts of 
terrorism under 18 U.S.C. Sec. 1203. There must be support of the 
U.S. Senate Resolution asking the Clinton Administration to demand 
that the PLO arrest and extradite the terrorist leader. We cannot stand 

idly by while the murderer of an American Jew walks freely in the streets 
of Gaza. 

ATTACK ON U.S. MILITARY PERSONNEL IN SAUDI ARABIA 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) is appalled by the 
terrorist bombing in Dharan which caused the deaths of at least 
nineteen Americans and seriously injured in excess of two-hundred 
people. The attack is the second bombing of a U.S. military installation 
in less than seven months. 

The United States and all the civilized world must condemn terrorism in 
all its forms. To detonate a bomb, such as the one which exploded at 
the U.S. military complex in Dharan, is absolutely appalling. JWV 
insists that the "cowards" responsible for this attack in Saudi Arabia be 
brought to justice. 

This most recent attack on the Americans in the Saudi Kingdom 
reinforces the need of the U.S. Department of Defense (DoD) to 
increase security throughout the world to protect U.S. forces serving in 
foreign countries. JWV believes that DoD security procedures should 
be in place at all foreign locations of U.S. military and diplomatic 
personnel, or, alternately, that our troops be removed from harms way. 

IMMEDIATE WITHDRAWAL OF U.S. TROOPS IN SAUDI ARABIA 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) calls for the immediate 
withdrawal of American troops in Saudi Arabia and their replacement 
with more responsible Middle East allies. This action is based on 
warnings of another terrorist attack on U.S. troops and the cavalier lack 
of cooperation by the Saudi government in the investigation and 
apprehension of those responsible for June's bombing and the sharing 
of information with American authorities. 

While JWV applauds the Saudi Government's decision to strip Osama 

Bin Laden, reported financier of terrorist groups, of his Saudi citizenship 
in 1994, JWV insists on decisive action by the Saudis in the war on 
terrorism and holds King Fahd and his government accountable for the 
security of American citizens within its own borders 

Saudi Arabia must remain on the offensive against terrorists, 

especially against Saudi rebels within its own borders, rather than 
passively remaining on the defensive. To those countries who refuse to 
assist in counter-terrorist efforts, remember - There are no neutrals in 
the war on terrorism and American personnel are not being offered as 
sacrifices to terrorism to merely protect oil supplies for Europe and 
Japan. To require the United States to pay millions of dollars to relocate 

our troops to new locations in Saudi Arabia, without assurances of 

protection against Saudi rebels, is ludicrous. 

JWV supports measures that would impose strict governmental 
sanctions against any country, once proven, that provides impetus, 
material, personnel, or sanctuary for any convicted terrorist, or that 
further aids and abets any acts of terrorism against this nation, its 

territories, its embassies and citizens throughout the world. 

PROSECUTION OF NAZI WAR CRIMINALS 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) commends the progress 
of the Office of Special Investigations (OSI) at the Justice Department 
in their goal to bring Nazi war criminals to justice. With more than 322 
cases still in the preliminary investigation stage, it is clear that the OSI 
and the U.S. Department of Justice's mission is still unfinished. 

The importance of prosecuting these individuals cannot be over­
stressed. The views of individuals who wrote so-called "Revisionist" 
histories claiming that the Holocaust was a hoax, and members of hate 
filled Nee-Nazi groups may see their poisonous views being legitimized 
by the fact that Nazi war criminals live prosperously in the United States 
today. By maintaining and accelerating efforts to investigate, prosecute 
and deport former Nazi officials and their collaborators, such as Arthur 
Rudolph who was Director of NASA's Saturn 5 rocket program, we not 
only redress the injustices of the past, but continue to send a message 
of intolerance to racists, anti-Semites and hate mongers of the future. 

PALESTINIAN COVENANT 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) believes that the recent 
announcement of alleged changes to the PLO Covenant is 
unacceptable and is in violation of the Oslo Accords. The remarks by 
Said Hamad, PLO Senior Deputy Chief, make it clear that the sole

purpose for the alleged modification 
of the PLO Covenant was to secure
U.S. loans. Upon close scrutiny, the 
announced amendments are only 

proposals and, to date, have not actually been implemented. The 
revised version would remove, at some unspecified date, only two of 
the several clauses which deny or effect Israel's right to exist. 

JWV urges the United States Government to clarify certain inconsistent 
statements made by principals in the Middle East peace process and 
calls on the U.S. government to deny any financial aid to the PLO until 
the Palestinian Covenant is overturned. 

LIBYA 

The Jewish War Veterans of the USA (JWV) opposes any reduction of 
U.S. sanctions against Libya. JWV calls on the United States and the 
international community to continue to enforce the sanctions imposed 
upon foreign powers which have been implicated in the encouragement 
and support of terrorist groups and supports measures to impose strict 
governmental sanctions against any country, once proven, that 
provides material, personnel, or sanctuary for any terrorist, or that 
further aids and abets any acts of terrorism against this nation, its 
territories, its embassies and citizens throughout the world. 

ISOLATION OF IRAN 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) calls on the United 
Nations and the international community to develop and enforce a 
unified policy toward Iran to isolate the country until such time as it is 
determined that Iran's chemical weaponry and missile arsenal have 
been neutralized and no longer pose a threat to the free world. 

NORTH KOREA 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) insists that the President 
of the United States should not normalize relations or provide financial 
aid or assistance to the Republic of North Korea unless and until the 
President can determine, with on-site inspection, that North Korea has 
not and does not have the capability to produce nuclear weapons. JWV 
does not oppose the importation of medicines and other truly 
humanitarian supplies to North Korea. 

Additionally, JWV requests that any possible normalizing of relations be 
consistent with determining the fate of many thousands of MIA's from 
the Korean conflict. JWV calls on the President to insure that a strong 
military presence remain on the 38th Parallel protecting South Korea 
from possible attack from the North. 

SECTION Ill - DOMESTIC 

CONDEMNATION OF FARRAKAHN WORLD TOUR 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) condemns the 
statements and activities of Louis Farrakahn during his month-long tour 
among the outlaw nations of Libya, Nigeria, Iran, Iraq and Sudan. 

JWV supports a Congressional investigation to decide if Farrakahn has 
violated U.S. State Department travel ban regulations by visiting the 
terrorist nations. 

CONDEMNATION OF BILLION DOLLAR REQUEST BY 

FARRAKAHN 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) opposes any waiver 
which will encourage the lifting of U.S. sanctions against Libya, Sudan, 
Iran and Iraq. Further, Mr. Louis Farrakahn's total disregard for these 
sanctions, proven by his "World Tour" in January, make it absolutely 
clear that Mr. Farrakahn is extremely dangerous and must be made 
accountable for his ego-driven actions. He has violated State 
Department travel bans, economic embargoes on Libya and Iraq, and 
probably the Foreign Agent Registration Act (FARA), yet federal 
enforcement agencies seem frightened and have done little to respond 
to these actions. We must do everything within our power to discourage 
this alliance between America's most vicious hatemonger and Gadhafi, 
the Middle East's most bloodthirsty terrorist dictator, who should be 
paying the one billion dollars as a minimum advance toward reparations 
due to the victims of Pam Am 103. 

JWV calls on the United States and the international community to 
continue to enforce the sanctions imposed upon foreign powers which 
have been implicated in the encouragement and support of terrorist 
groups and supports measures to impose strict governmental sanctions 
against any country, once proven, that provides impetus, material, 
personnel, or sanctuary for any convicted terrorist, or that further aids 
and abets any acts of terrorism against this nation, its territories, its 
embassies and citizens throughout the world.

BURNING OF BLACK CHURCHES 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) is outraged by the large 
number of fires that have been set in black churches. Acts of racism 
and bigotry directed at houses of worship constitute a direct assault on 
all of our nation's citizens. 

JWV calls upon the U.S. Department of Justice to utilize every available 
resource in the vigorous pursuit of these crimes, and for the Congress 
to pass legislation which facilitates federal prosecution of those who 
commit such heinous crimes. 

JWV supports the efforts of the African-American community, and those 
of our interfaith partners, to rebuild these churches and thereby restore 
both the sanctity and the peace of mind of their parishioners. 

ANTI-TERRORISM LEGISLATION 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) reaffirms its position that 
domestic and foreign anti-terrorism legislation be passed and reinforced 
by the Congress and the President. 

UNITED NATIONS SPONSORED MILITARY ACTIONS 

With increasing indications that the probability for the participation of 
American men and women of the U.S. armed forces in military 
operations sponsored and initiated by the United Nations is increasing, 
we call for the Congress of the United States to examine this issue and 
to protect the sanctity of American control of forces engaged in any U.S. 
sponsored military action. 

The sad example of our country's reaction to the kidnaping and hostage 
taking of Marine Lt. Col. William R. Higgins, who was tortured and 
murdered by hanging by Arab terrorists while serving with a U.N. 
mission in Lebanon in 1988, demands that such policy not be accepted. 
Shamefully, when Lt. Col. Higgins was determined to have been taken 
prisoner and ultimately murdered, our government identified him as 
merely a "hostage," not a prisoner of war. 

Similarly, when Army Chief Warrant Officer Michael Durant was 
classified as a "detainee," not a POW, when he was captured by rebel 
forces in Somalia, it was a U.N. operation. 

Since the capture and treatment of members of the military forces is 
clearly delineated in the Geneva conventions, we, the Jewish War 
Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV), demand that the President of the United 
States, as Commander-in-Chief of our armed forces will, henceforth, 
refuse to permit the men and women of our military services to be 
controlled by agencies of the United Nations. Our servicemen and 
women, when taken prisoner by hostile forces, must be categorized as 
"POWs," thus providing them with the knowledge that the full force of 
the United States of America will be used to protect their rights and 
return them to safety. 

SECTION IV - SPECIAL ACTION 

RECOGNITION OF NATIVE AMERICANS 

The Jewish War Veterans of the U.S.A. (JWV) believes that Native 
Americans have served this nation's defense forces in exemplary 
fashion. During WWII, Native American radio operators provided an 
unbreakable code in order that transmissions were secure. A Pima 
Indian was awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor at lwo Jima. In 
Europe and at Normandy and at Bastione, in Korea, Vietnam, Panama, 
and Desert Storm, these Native Americans have fought and died in 
service to the United States. 

JWV believes that special recognition should be given to those Native 
Americans who served our nation with pride and dignity. 

POSTAGE STAMP HONORING JWV'S CENTENNIAL 

The Jewish War Veterans of America (JWV) is outraged by the refusal 
of Postmaster General Marvin Runyon to authorize the issuance of a 
commemorative postage stamp honoring JWV's Centennial. JWV is at 
a loss to understand how, after all necessary requirements have been 
met, including the support of a majority in both houses of Congress, and 
yet Mr. Runyon will not abide by his own regulations. JWV views the 
actions of Mr. Runyon as an insult to all veterans and calls on all 
Congressionally Chartered veterans organizations to join with JWV in 
demanding the immediate resignation of Mr. Runyon.

DALE S. NADEL MURRAY HYMOWITZ 
It is with deep regret that we note the passing of National Video Officer 
Dale Nadel. Dale served as National Video Officer from 1988 until his 
death on June 1, 1996. His convictions, dedication and professional 
work will be missed by all Echelons of JWV. 

Dale served in both World War II and the Korean War, in the Merchant 
Marine and in the U.S. Army. He was attached to the military police in 
Japan and was chosen to personally guard Emperor Hirohito of Japan. 
Dale was a Past Commander of Weiss Brothers Post 396 of Los 
Angeles, California, four time Commander of the Los Angeles District 

Council, California Department Commander 1984-85 and 1987-88, 
served three terms on the National Executive Committee, as well as a 
member of the Board of Directors of the National Museum of American 
Jewish Military History. 

In the late 1980's, Dale produced and hosted a weekly hour long 
cable TV show, "Sound Off'', which reached more than 30,000 
households in California. On the show, he discussed current veterans' 
affairs with prominent political and veteran leaders. 

Dale was selected three times to chair the annual Memorial Day 
program at the National Cemetery in West Los Angeles. 

Dale is survived by his wife, Iris, son Steve and daughter, Ila 
Sherman, as well as three grandchildren, Sarah Rose, Adam Louis 
Nadel and Lucas Marshall Sherman. 

There stands a monument in Veterans Park, Delray Beach, Florida, with 
the following inscription: "Dedicated to Jewish Veterans of all wars and in 
honor of those who made the supreme sacrifice and to all veterans of all 
wars in defense of our country." On the base of the monument are the 
words, "Murray Hymowitz, Commander, 1985-1986." 

Murray was fiercely patriotic and proud of his Jewish heritage. He felt 
that the community in which he lived be made aware of the efforts made 
by Jewish veterans in defense of their country. He, his comrades and 
friends contributed the funds to erect the monument in Veterans Park 
while he was Commander of Post 266. 

Murray paid dearly for that monument. He was savagely beaten by anti­
Semitic hoodlums for his daring to erect a monument to Jews. From that 
time on his health declined. He was threatened. In his own words he said, 
" ... and so in spite of what has happened the last few days when I was 
threatened, this will not deter me to continue to fight for our rights and I 
dare anyone who tries to take it from us." 

As Commander of Post 266 for two years, Murray served his Post with 
distinction, taking part in all functions ascribed to his office. Later, he 
never hesitated when called upon to serve his Post on various committees 
and other occasions. 

He was born in Baltimore, Maryland in 1913, but spent his entire life 
before retiring, in Brooklyn, New York. He was proprietor of a well-known 
beauty salon. He leaves three sons, a daughter, nine grandchildren and 
one great grandchild. 

Murray passed away October 10, 1996. His name is enshrined in the 
company of all his fallen comrades mentioned in the words of his 
monument.
